Rernove all traces of Ioase paint and contamination by sanding the entire surlace with 80 grit wet-
or-try sandpaper; wipe surface ciean with Speciat Thinner 216. Apply 2 coats of Battomkole Pro.
PREVIOUSLY PAINTED SURFACES - POOR COHDITIAN:

Completely remave all old antifouling paint, using Inlerux inferstrip 299C for fiberolass, and wood,
and hy sandblasting or grinding to near white metai for stecl. Foliow application systems hetow.

Sand the entire surface with 88-grit sandpaper. Wipe the sanding residue off Ihe surface with Saccial
Thinnar 216, Apply the first coat of Beltomkole Pro thinned 10% with Special Thinner 216 or Brush-
Case 433, Fill seams with Inieriux Seam Compound 30 (i necassary). Apply twa more ceats of
Boltomkole Pro vathinned, allowing for the appropriate dry times.
